We want to add a new ASN (Additional Support Needs) provision to your school, Law PS.

The provision would be located on the ground floor and is planned to have: 

• 4 classrooms; 

• A sensory room; 

• Toilet facilities; 

• Extra rooms and 

• Its own entrance and enclosed garden space.  

 

This new learning space would be for pupils from across East Lothian with ASN.   

 

 
ASN stands for Additional Support Needs. A pupil may need extra  

support for different reasons.
